REQUIREMENTS FOR 2017 FAIR
o All cattle and pigs MUST have USDA approved official ear tags:
o Metal tags that begin with 21 (ex. 21ABC1234 or 21HOG tags)
o 15 digit tags starting with ONLY 840 (ex. 840 123 456 789 012)
o Tattoos are NO LONGER acceptable permanent ID!
o Sheep and goats are required to have a scrapie tag or official registration tattoo.

We ask that you do not call on the actual fair day to see when we will be there; we
will call throughout the day with an estimate of our arrival time. Please remember to
be flexible as we are doing this to help the 4-H KIDS.
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
